THE SCHOOL YEAR

ACADEMIC

A LEVEL: 95 candidates were entered for a total of 295 A levels. The pass rate was 100% with
an average number of 3.1 pass grades per candidate. 91% of grades were A, B or C and 74%
were A or B grade. The average number of (old) UCAS points per candidate was 25.6.

AS LEVEL: 110 candidates were entered for a total of 431 AS levels. The pass rate was 99.5%.
86% of grades were A, B or C and 62% were A or B grade.

GCSE: 88 candidates were entered for a total of 792 GCSEs, with a pass rate (A* to C) of
99%, 88% being A* to B and 58% being A* or A.

Following these results, Dominic Sedgwick took up his place to read Theology at Clare College,
Cambridge and Calum Roberts took up his place to read Theology at Queen’s College, Cambridge.

ASSOCIATION FOOTBALL

Owing to inclement weather large swathes of the football programme were disrupted. Overall, the
School played 73 matches winning 32, losing 32, and drawing the remainder. The results should be
viewed against the background of having joined the Lent Term a2om League, playing at First XI,
U16A and U15A against Tonbridge, Harrow, Wellington, Sevenoaks and Haileybury and also in light
of pitting ourselves against the country’s major footballing schools such as Charterhouse and
Hampton. Notwithstanding the weather, there were highlights: the engaging quality of the football
played by a number of teams notably the First XI, the First XI midfield being composed of U16s and
a win recorded; U16A winning their powerful a2om Lent League; playing 15 well matched games
against Harrow; and finally Edward Savitt being the first St John’s pupil honoured with selection for
the England ISFA team. The future looks bright and fingers crossed that the same can be said for
next season’s weather.

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ATHLETICS

The rise of Athletics at St John’s continued unabated this year, with a show of strength in depth
contributing significantly. In particular, a much larger Junior squad ensured the boys remained
competitive in this age group, winning all but one of their matches. The Inter Boys showed great
promise for next year, with most of the squad’s athletes coming from the Lower Fifth, meaning they
still have another year in this age group. The Seniors had a typically strong squad, and overall, the
School came first or second in the vast majority of their matches.



The success of the School team lay heavily in the strength in depth that St John’s showed; there
were some ‘star’ performers, but without a doubt, the spirit shown by the likes of Max Penfold (4E)
and Bradley Rutty (L5Ch) - who stepped in to fill gaps and earn points for the team - was just as
vital. The commitment to training also paid off; this year, greater focus and hard work was seen in
training, with many boys pushing themselves to their limits in a bid to improve their results.

The girls, led by Ashley Crane and Ella Benedict, also performed well, though with fewer
opportunities to shine. At Down Grange, the girls put out our biggest team ever, and were rewarded
with a solid win in the Senior Girls category, with all team members coming to the fore.

A word, too, for the injured. In particular, the outgoing Upper Sixth had two very talented sprinters
in Braden Ridgway (U6Sy) and Freddie Woods (U6M), but whose seasons were curtailed early,
through hamstring injuries. In fine form in pre-season training, we can only hope they recover and
get back on track in their time after St John'’s.

The weather has been kind and a lot of cricket has been played. The 1% XI took time to settle and
just when, to an extent, it seemed to have done so, it lost two key senior players for the rest of the
season. The side suffered its fair share of disappointments, losing three games by the narrowest of
margins, including nail-biting, last over, finishes. It has not been all doom and gloom, though, and
the side has enjoyed seven good wins, notably victory against MCC and some very decent individual
performances, too, with runs for Adam Dyson, Stephen Burgess, Will Lander and Ben Frost along
the way as well as wickets for Dyson, Josh Howe (including a hat trick on debut in the win against
St Paul’s), Oli Glanville, Elliot Davies and Will Lander.

Just as the tide seemed to be turning for the 2" XI it too suffered a setback, losing against two
good sides. The side has provided one of this term’s centurions, though, with captain Tom Pearson
scoring an unbeaten century in the game against the Surrey Senior Cricketers’ Association.
Rory Smith bagged five wickets in the victory against Reigate Grammar School and Upper Fifth
Former Tom Laudy has batted encouragingly throughout but overall substantial contributions have
been too few and far between. The 3™ XI have struggled to find success, despite having Surrey
Ladies Youth player Amy Page and one of the season’s other centurions, captain Michael Spence, in
their ranks.

The Under 15 age group has, undoubtedly, made up for what the Seniors have lacked.
Adam Dyson, and more lately Josh Howe and James Lander, have filled three 1% XI places and have
performed with distinction, Dyson providing regular and substantial runs at the top of the order and
Howe providing wickets. Dyson and Howe are regular members of Surrey’s Under 15 side and are
also part of Surrey C.C.C.’s Developing Player Programme. They toured South Africa as part of this
scheme at Easter. With Messrs Heald, Kiff, Evans and others waiting in the wings, this age group
has some considerable and exciting talent at both A and B team level as evinced by its results
record, its progress in the Surrey Under 15 Cup and its successful defence of Dorking C.C.’s Under
15 Cup, when the St John’s team beat City of London Freemen’s in the Final.

Over 30 4™ Formers have worked hard on their game this year but, as with elsewhere, the Under 14
age group has had to enjoy its fair share of success and disappointment. Ryan Baynes and
Tim Thorowgood have been excellent opening the batting for the A team, providing a number of
good opening partnerships, notably against St Paul’s and Reigate Grammar, a game in which
Thorowgood went on to record a century (106). The bowling has been accurate and a strength all
season with Charles Courtney, James Szepietowski, Charlie Glanville, Alistair Simpson and
Andrew James to the fore.

Other news: In addition to regulars Brentwood School, two new sides were welcomed to the 1% XI
Festival here this year, Michaelhouse from South Africa and Loretto School from Scotland. Away
from St John’s, David Balcombe continues to make his way with Hampshire C.C.C. and Sam Burge’s
efforts for Leeds University C.C. are well reported.

CROSS-COUNTRY

An impressive Cross-Country season started at the Wellington College Relays with Adam Taylor
recording the fastest time for a St John’s boy on the course. The Senior, Junior and Girls’ teams, led
by cross country captain Ella Benedict, all scored well. Adam Taylor then won the inters race at
Cranleigh School with Dan Pope coming in 4"; impressive team results at both the Ranelagh Cup at
Richmond Park as well as the S.E. Schools at Harrow followed. The season ended with a fantastic
race for the Pat Bagnell Trophy at Hampstead Heath with Adam and Dan finishing 1t and 2" in the
inters and Oscar Gilroy finishing 3™ in the juniors.

The Inter-House cross-country was another hard-fought all-school event. First places were taken by
Ben Brooks (juniors), Adam Taylor (inters), Michael Spence (seniors) and Ella Benedict (girls). The
overall winning house was Churchill, followed closely by West, with East taking 3™ place.

FIVES

Unfortunately this year the annual fives fixture against the EFA Jesters had to be cancelled due to
the snow; however, fives at St John’s has continued and is now being played on a weekly basis by
all houses in the Lower 5™ during activities. In the junior fives competition there were some
excellent displays of talent from the 4 form which resulted in a brilliant final between West and
Montgomery houses, in which West won 114-68. In the staff/pupils fixture, the fives experience



gained at Giggleswick by the Deputy Headmaster and at Harrow by Mr Vargas helped the
teachers to overcome the pupils.

Surrey and Churchill houses are in the finals of the senior house fives, and with some PR from Miss
Alice Littlejohns in her chapel talk there was also enough interest to run an inter-house girls fives
competition. St John’s boys have also been lucky enough this term to have a coaching session by
Dale Vargas at Harrow school, which will hopefully help them in away fixtures where Eton fives is
played rather than our unique style. Overall, it has been a very successful year for fives at
St. John’s and we will look forward to next term when the boys will have more school fixtures.

Despite the fixture list continuing to be so strong St John’s won a creditable 56% of its fixtures.
There are still 15 teams put out each week and all boys playing rugby have the opportunity to
represent the School in fixtures, regardless of age or ability. The success achieved is testament to
the hard work and dedication of the players, as well as the quality of coaching on offer at all age
groups. It is very rewarding to see such enthusiasm for the game throughout the School, with
positive team spirit continuing to be a major ‘St John’s trait’, whether boys are representing the
1%* XV or the D team at their age group.

The 1%t XV did not have the season they would have hoped for. A ‘final play’ win against Reed’s
started the campaign well, but unfortunately a number of losses then ensued. There were two nail
biting one point losses - against King’s Canterbury and Eastbourne. The match against Worth saw
St John’s play some good rugby to win that contest and the final match of the season mirrored the
beginning of the term with another ‘final play’ win, this time against Sevenoaks. The 2" XV had an
excellent season winning nine of their twelve games including an outstanding 41-0 win over a strong
Brighton side. They played an exciting brand of rugby and showed the importance of being clinical
when scoring opportunities arose. The 3™ XV were not far behind them with seven wins, whilst the
4™ XV won four, but were involved in three games where one score would have won them the
match.

The U16A side played some impressive rugby and came close to securing back to back unbeaten
seasons. It is shame that their ‘never say die’ attitude cannot be bottled! Ten wins out of twelve is
good in itself, but particularly considering the injury list they had to endure. The U16B team had a
50/50 season, but were affected by the increasing number of ‘A’ team call ups! The U16C had a
winning season and scored a high number of points in the process.

The U15A side made great strides during the season, winning eight of their games and played some
good rugby in the process. They certainly have some strong players for the future. The U15B team,
not to be outdone, won seven of their games and the U15C’s had a 50/50 season, but scored far
more points than they conceded. The U15D team found life harder going but recorded an excellent
41-0 win over Eastbourne.

The U14A made a very encouraging start to their St John’s rugby career, winning six of their eleven
matches. After a difficult start to the season they had a purple patch midway through the term,
which included wins over Brighton, Epsom and Eastbourne. The U14B’s mirrored the As’ record
securing wins against the same opposition. The U14C and D teams both had winning seasons which
augurs well for the years ahead if they can continue to develop their skills.

RUGBY - SEVENS

The Senior Sevens squad had a mixed season. In the Sussex Tournament, solid performances
allowed the team to progress to the semi final of the Main Competition, which was an outstanding
achievement in such a prestigious tournament.



The Worth Sevens Tournament saw St John’s perform brilliantly in the pool games, where they did
not concede a point. But then came unstuck in the Quarter Final against a very impressive
Tonbridge side. The 2" VII also did well getting to the Semi Final of their competition, before
agonisingly going out to the final play of the game.

The Surrey Sevens was a disappointing day. A victory first up against Wallington was followed by
narrow losses to St Benedict's and Brighton which ended the squad’s chances of progressing any
further in the competition.

The Rosslyn Park Festival Tournament was the final chance for the squad to impress. They played
some excellent rugby winning three of their four pool matches. But unfortunately a narrow one
score loss to Bryanston meant St John’s did not progress to the knock out stage. This was very
disappointing as the game with Bryanston could have gone either way and Bryanston ended up
reaching the Semi Finals which highlights how close St John’s were in this world famous
competition.

The U16 squad made good strides, getting to the semi final of the Surrey Tournament, beating
teams such as RGS Guildford and John Fisher on the way. Alas they lost by two points in the semi
final but should be proud of their efforts. The Rosslyn Park Tournament was less successful for the
boys. An initial win over Bradford G.S. raised hopes, but then two poor performances meant they
did not progress to the knock out stage. But it was a useful learning curve and there are a number
of good players for the future who gained valuable experience.

SAILING

The sailing programme has continued to offer a number of excursions in The Solent this year. Trips
departed from Hamble in 44’ and 46’ yachts led by Mr Ward and Mr Passam and assisted by
experienced yachtsman and parent Simon Frost. Ports of call included Cowes, Beaulieu, Lymington
and Yarmouth. Students were able test their navigational skills, develop sail handling and ropework
skills, and everyone had plenty of time at the helm during the many hours spent at sea in generally
favourable weather conditions.

WAKEBOARDING

This summer has seen the second season of the popular Wakeboarding club. The club invested in
three new wakeboards available for students to borrow helping them to progress to the next level.
Having mastered basic surface tricks, the majority of students participating have now completed the
KASA course allowing them to progress their tricks onto the kickers and sliders.

The standard of the students has vastly improved since last season with all of the students passing
their ‘Front Edge’ bronze award. Dominic Maddison, Alistair Brand, Elliot Burton, Daniel Pope, Rory
Kelly and Elliot Bairstow all completed their Silver award and George Rowling completing Gold.
Students have also enjoyed personal coaching from British team rider Christian Koester, who has
been on hand providing expert tuition. Furthermore, students showing the greatest improvement
over the term have been rewarded with a free boat tow, to recognise their achievement.

For the first time, all of St John’s students will be entering the School’'s JB Ski Wakeboarding
Competition. Each of the students are given one lap on the cable to demonstrate there skills and
tricks. Points are awarded for difficulty and style of tricks landed. Scores will be posted on the JB
Ski website with the latest wakeboard equipment given to the top riders in their division.

SWIMMING (Boys and Girls)

The swimming team has grown in confidence over the past season with some of their best results to
date. Following this successful season, swimming will be extended throughout each of the terms
during 2009 - 2010, with numerous fixtures already planned.

The fourth form has provided the school with some very promising new talent, taking wins against
Christ’'s Hospiatal, Hurstpierpoint and Cranleigh in the Ul4 age category. Notably, Oliver King,
Adam Gower, Stephen Roberts and Andrew Butler have all proved a force to be reckoned with when
competing against other schools.



Hard work in training, combined with enthusiasm saw our U16 team win against Hurstpierpoint and
Christ’'s Hospital. A nail biting contest versus Cranleigh also came down to the wire. Fine
performances were seen by Robert Flashman and Jack Dupay who ended the season with style with
wins in their individual events. Names to watch out for next season are Hugo Gale, who continued
to dominate the Backstroke, along with Harry Woolcott who has shown great potential this season
and is already close to breaking the school record for the 50m Freestyle.

The senior team has faced incredibly strong opposition but managed to score wins over Christ’s
Hospital, Hurstpierpoint and City of London Freemen’s. Team Captain Edward Ventham has
produced some great swims leading the team well. He has been ably backed up by fine
performances throughout the season from Jonathan Chan, Andrew Grey and James Roberts. We
look forward to continuing the season this autumn with the potential to take some medals at the
District Championships.

SHOOTING

The 139" National Rifle Association Schools Meeting was held at Bisley during July 2008. The
majority of the team at that stage were sixth form students coming to the end of their time at
St John’s and acquitted themselves well during the meeting attaining some excellent scores. The
new members of the team also did well during Bisley; in fact it was our junior team, team C with
Tom Whitworth as its captain that managed to get all the way to the semi finals of the falling plates
competition. They had triumphed over several rounds but unfortunately were unable to maintain
their surprise winning streak until the end.

With so many of the Shooting Team coming to the end of their time at St John’s it was good to see
SO many younger students trying out shooting for the first time with several becoming firm
members of the team. During the winter months the team reacquainted itself with the No 8 Rifle
using .22 ammunition in the School’s indoor range. The team had meetings up to three times a
week with the boys that joined last year working hard to maintain good consistent scores. A good
sense of competition developed between the older members with all of them seeking to improve and
indeed get a better score over their peers. The new members of the team were given an
introduction to shooting and practised the marksmanship principles during the season and have all
shown an enthusiasm for shooting.

In the New Year the team concentrated on preparing for the Country Life Competition. The team,
led by team captain Tom Davies, practised endlessly to master the grouping, rapid and snap
shooting targets. Mark Woodrow was given the responsibility - and what proved on the day the
difficult task - of target identification on the landscape target. The competition took place on
18 March 2009 and all the practice paid off with the team easily keeping within the time limits of the
different shoots. Some good scores were achieved which resulted in the team coming a credible
15" in a national competition which was an improvement on last years position. The team did
extremely well on the difficult Landscape Target Shoot gaining 171 out of 240 points which certainly
helped towards gaining our national position.

After the Country Life Competition the team diverted its attention to the up-coming full bore season.
During the Easter break the team spent two days at Bisley being introduced to and practising with
the Cadet Target Rifle. Practising on Century Range we shot at all ranges we would use during the
season and Old Johnian Jonathan Tapster, the new School Shooting Coach, gave some valuable
coaching to the boys. Some competitions have already been completed during April and May with
the new team members gaining valuable competition experience. The team now looks forward to
the Schools’ meeting and Ashburton Shield at Bisley starting on 13 July.

COMBINED CADET FORCE

ROYAL NAVY SECTION

Our Coxswain for the year was Henry Message who has fulfilled this very senior role most capably.
Henry had no problem instilling discipline in the ranks and when Henry said jump, the chorus would
be ‘How high, sir?’ Well done Henry. For the second year running the Quartermaster was
Josh Baxter, and I thank Josh for again taking on this responsibility.



The senior team of S Lt David Ellis and S Lt Ed Vincent were assisted by our new Area Instructor
CPO George Scott. A huge thank you must be expressed to our affiliated ship, HMS ARK ROYAL for
being so supportive this year, and for sending us CPO Stretch Armstrong to assist with Thursday
parade. I know this relationship is one the Captain wishes to nurture and grow, and we are very
grateful for the opportunities cadets are offered to spend time aboard HMS ARK ROYAL.

Our February field day was unfortunately ‘sabotaged’ by the snow this year, but the June field day
took place at HMS Excellent, Portsmouth. The cadets spent the night aboard HMS Bristol, once the
flagship of the Navy and now used as accommodation for the CCF RN cadets. The next day was
spent sailing aboard the Black Swan, the large adapted ex police power boat. Cadets were given the
chance to ‘drive’ the boat as well as learn some navigational skills, as the boat is equipped with all
the latest electronic gadgetry.

We were very fortunate to have been allowed to charter two 36ft yachts from the Joint Services, as
well as Amaryllis the CCF RN section’s yacht. The weather on the day could only be described as a
sailor’'s dream come true. Clear blue sky, filled with sunshine, yet cool with ideal wind conditions.
18 cadets experienced a good day’s sail across to the Isle of Wight.

Each Thursday afternoon, we carry out practical leadership training and cover the theoretical
elements of the syllabus. Cadets are encouraged to attend Naval camps and courses including
power boating, windsurfing, first aid, sailing, leadership, navigation and adventure training, gaining
qualifications and enjoying challenging experiences all at little or no cost to themselves.

After the success of last July’s annual offshore sailing expedition to Vancouver and Desolation
Sound, we will this summer be sailing amongst the Windward Islands of the Caribbean. We set off
from St Lucia and will explore the sheltered waterways and marine parks nestled amongst some of
the Caribbean’s least known islands, on our way up to Grenada. Each member of the crew will have
to ‘skipper’ a leg of the trip, taking responsibility for every aspect of that leg, and should come away
having gained a huge amount of experience.

Thanks go to all who support the RN Section and, above all, to the cadets themselves, who have
had another impressive year.

ARMY SECTION

Under the leadership of Company Sergeant Major Tom Davies, ably assisted by Colour Sergeant
Christian Nickerson and the team of senior NCOs, the Army section has had another busy and
successful year. With two NCOs responsible for one each of the three L5 sections, as well as for the
L6 girls’ section, a strongly competitive element was established, with sections fighting hard to beat
each other in a variety of tasks. Over the course of this year the L5 cadets have been working
towards their Army Proficiency Certificate; a number of U5 boys have combined army skills with
Duke of Edinburgh training, with the remainder participating in Continuation Training; and the L6
completed the Methods of Instruction Course in preparation for their promotion to Lance Corporal,
with a humber working towards the BTEC Diploma in Public Services.

On 18 September 2007 Colonel Johnny Shute, in charge of cadet training at Sandhurst, was
received by a Sixth Form Guard of Honour before carrying out the Annual Inspection. In the course
of a very busy itinerary he saw a wide variety of CCF activities, ranging from drill manoeuvres to
basha building to a shooting competition with the sixth form girls. After witnessing the Navy
Section’s victory in the closely-contested Field Gun Competition, Colonel Shute gave an inspiring
talk to senior cadets who were considering the possibility of a military career.

Owing to the February snow, one of our Field Days was cancelled, but the other two saw cadets
participating in a number of military activities including camouflage and concealment, movement
with and without a weapon, section attacks and live firing at Ash Ranges. Blue section convincingly
carried home the honours from the shooting exercise, with Tom Whitworth the best individual shot.

The syllabus covered by the L5 boys and L6 female recruits has made for an extremely busy year.
In the Autumn term cadets learned drill, military knowledge and skill at arms, culminating in their
being assessed in the same Weapons Handling Test as that taken by the regular army. They have
covered units in map reading and first aid, with all cadets now certified as having received training
in the Heartstart UK programme, and therefore capable of dealing with a number of medical
situations. Cadets and staff are now eagerly anticipating our summer camp, to be held at
Crowborough in Norfolk, where the boys will participate in a busy programme of military activities
which will consolidate and further the knowledge they have already gained.



The fact that events have run so smoothly this year is due in large part to the team of staff
supporting the CCF. Thanks are therefore owed to Captain Johnston-Jones for his command of the
contingent, as well as to his supporting officers, Lieutenants Richard Davidson and Sue Harmon, but
especially to WO2 Stephen Vine for his unwavering commitment throughout the year. Lieutenant
Colonel Pat Noble also continues to bring his experience and wisdom to bear on the running of the
CCF. Thanks also go to those members of 8 Cadet Training Team who have helped with the delivery
of our training programme this year.

ROYAL AIR FORCE SECTION

Our current Section strength is 53 cadets. Senior cadets have continued to follow the BTEC course
in Public Service. Those in the Fifth Form have been doing the preparation and training necessary
for the expedition in the Silver section of the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award. Junior cadets as always
have followed the familiar routines of basic training. Flying opportunities have been weather affected
this year - in November, senior cadets were booked to fly but diverted to The RAF Museum at
Hendon when bad weather forced cancellation of flying on the day. The new entry cadets had a very
enjoyable day at the Outdoor Activities Centre at Hillingdon, where the High Ropes course proved
both popular and challenging. They also built and sailed some excellent rafts on Hillingdon’s large
lake.

March’s Field Day was cancelled in the wake of the heavy snow falls not long before, so we were
pleased that the juniors at least went flying at RAF Benson on Field Day in May. All 24 had a very
pleasant and successful first flight as well as visiting Police and Ambulance helicopter units.

Assistance this year has been generously provided by Stephen Briggs and Civilian Instructor
James Kingsley. My thanks go to F/Sgt Dennis and the Upper Sixth NCOs for their leadership during
the year. Two senior cadets attended Easter Camp at RAF Boulmer in March, and three juniors will
go to RAF St Mawgan in July.

The final news is that the Commandant at HQ Air Cadets, Cranwell, (Old Boy) Air Commodore
Ian Stewart, who was a Senior NCO in the RAF Section in 1976, will be inspecting the School CCF in
September.

DUKE OF EDINBURGH AWARD (2008-2009)

The Award scheme has had another productive year at St John’s with 38 Upper Fifth participants
taking part in the Silver assessed expedition to the New Forest at the end of June. This was the
final task they needed to complete in order to gain the Award. During the year 25 students from
the Lower Sixth gained the Silver Award after the completion of the 12 months’ commitment from
the previous year.

The Gold Award has also been busy with 22 students completing their assessed expedition to the
Brecon Beacons of whom 11 have now finished all aspects of the award: this is 18 months
commitment to service, skills, physical activity, a five day residential course and two expeditions
during their sixth form years. This is indeed an impressive achievement alongside the heavy
academic commitments of those involved. The other 11 should complete their award with residential
projects this summer.

SCHOOL VISITS, EXCHANGES AND EXPEDITIONS

Modern Languages

Fourth Form trip to Paris - May 2009

Once again, the Fourth form went to Paris during May half-term. This annual trip is a wonderful
experience for our boys to learn and discover French culture and history, which is part of their
studies during the year. Over four days, they saw the best and most beautiful parts of Paris. On our
outward journey, we stopped at the Chateau of Chantilly, which is by far the most beautiful chateau
in the north of France. During our stay we visited Notre Dame, Le Louvre, Musée D’'Orsay, L'Arc de
Triomphe, Les Champs Elysées and many other stunning places. We also spent a day at Disneyland
Paris, which is for most of them the highlight of the trip. This fourth form trip is an occasion for our
boys to appreciate the art of learning a language and its culture. Paris is a beautiful city and a great
place for our pupils to discover and experience the French way of life.



U15 International Rugby tournament: Paris 2009

For the third year running, St John’s School was invited by Stade Francais to take part in their
international rugby tournament for U15. Twelve teams of a very high standard from Ireland, France,
and Italy competed in this prestigious and famous tournament.

In the qualification stage, St John’s boys played four matches and lost one but qualified for the
quarter finals. In the quarters, the boys drew against Montauban who went through to the semis as
they had scored one more try than St John’s in the first round. The boys were very unlucky not to
play the semi finals as they had the skills and the players to go all the way. The boys drew their
final match and finished fifth. The standard of rugby was very high and St John’s boys can be proud
of their achievement.

They also had the chance to go to Stade de France to see the final of the top 14 between Clermont
Ferrand and Perpignan. It was an amazing experience for the boys to watch this final with 80,000
supporters. This tournament is a unique and a life time experience and our aim is to win it next
year.

Granada - October 2008

Once again, a group of St John’s Upper Fifth students of Spanish, accompanied by Miss Parrouty, Mr
Hadcroft, Mr Clark and Mr Vargas, spent the first week of the October half-term in Granada,
southern Spain.

The students attended revision classes at Academia Mester in the mornings, then went on visits and
excursions during the afternoons. These included a scenic walk around the city which offered many
photo opportunities, a trip to the Mezquita in Cérdoba, and a visit to the impressive Alhambra
palace in Granada. The trip was a great cultural and linguistic experience for all those involved.

Geography

In the October half term, thirty-three U6 Geographers spent a week exploring the breathtaking arid
environment of Death Valley and the Mojave Desert in the USA. The trip allowed the students to
gain an insight into an arid landscape and National Park that helped to underpin their learning and
understanding. The trip also included memorable excursions to the bright lights of Las Vegas and
Los Angeles.

In March, eighteen L6 Geographers spent eight days taking in the incredible physical and cultural
contrasts of Morocco. The trip included spending time in the hustling and bustling streets and souks
of Marrakech, trekking up into the High Atlas around Imlil whilst staying in the Kasbah du Toubkal
and finished with a night under the stars in the Sahara.

Throughout the year the department has also taken students out on a number of day trips to
underpin teaching in the classroom. These included day trips to the London 2012 Olympic site and
East London, the south coast and several trips around the local area.

History

In February Upper Sixth students travelled to Germany to visit Munich, Nuremberg and Berlin as
part of their study of Twentieth Century German history. Visits to places such as the former
concentration camp at Dachau and the remains of the Berlin Wall helped to bring the study of the
past alive. Germany’s cultural riches also proved popular, as did the heavy snow experienced all
week. Upon their return, a further visit to the Holocaust exhibition at the Imperial War Museum
deepened their historical understanding.

During the Easter holiday, fifty members of the Lower Fifth participated in the annual visit to
battlefield sites of the First World War. A tour of the Ypres Salient in Belgium included visits to
trenches, museums and the largest Commonwealth War cemetery in the world. On the Somme in
France, pupils saw mine craters and walked along a section of the front line to gain an idea of the
soldiers’ experiences.



The Fourth Form visited the Imperial War Museum and the D-Day Museum to reinforce their study
of the two world wars. In the final term, the school once again welcomed Rudi Oppenheimer, a
Holocaust survivor. His story remains vivid despite the passing years and is a powerful teaching tool
to inform us of an event not to be forgotten.

DEBATING AND PUBLIC SPEAKING

The Senior Inter-House Debating competition was won this year by Surrey House in a close
competition against Churchill House. The motion debated was ‘This House believes that this
country will benefit from the recession’. In the Junior House Debate the final was between East
House and Churchill House. The winner was East strongly represented by speakers Harry Adams
and Oliver Harrison-Hall and Churchill House represented by Thomas Payne and Calum Gillespie.
The motion debated was ‘This House believes we have a responsibility to future generations.’

Ben Raper and Ben Wattley represented St John’s at the English Speaking Union Schools’ Mace
Competition, speaking with great flair to argue compellingly that globalisation benefited the world’s
poor. Ben Raper was joined by Matthew Hilborn in the Oxford union Debating Competition. They had
fifteen minutes to prepare a convincing argument on the topics of allowing performance enhancing
drugs, as well as whether the forcible imposition of democracy could be justified. Ben Raper is to be
congratulated on his commitment and enthusiasm to this area of schooal life.

The school hosted the Prep Schools’ Debate Competition, the winner of which was Downsend
School. A number of Sixth Formers, organised by the Head of School ran and judged the
competition excellently.

LIBRARY

Following our participation in the pilot scheme for a new Surrey Book Award, the winning title was
announced in October 2008. The overall winner at St John’s was a close-run thing between

by Charlie Higson, and by Michelle Paver, with Soul Eater just reaching the
winning post by one vote!

Miss Jessica Belfrage launched our series of Library lunchtime events in September with an excellent
presentation about the Turner Prize winning artist Mark Wallinger. An illustrated talk by Mary Arnal
entitled followed in October, while in December the
Chaplain gave a talkon ¥ #Ho" B% . In January Mr Nick Johnston-Jones gave a
presentation on ‘& % , illustrated by video clips from Laurel and Hardy, Woody Allen,
Michael Palin, Homer Simpson, Ricky Gervais, and quotations from P G Wodehouse. Later in the
term Mr Mark Probert introduced us to the music of singer/songwriter # % & **. During the
summer, Mr Robert Clark gave a talk entitled = % ( % illustrated with music ranging
from Vaughan Williams, The Beatles, Shostakovkch, Edith Piaf, Mozart and Strauss. Our final
presentation of the year was entitled $% & and Mr Mark Mortimer gave an illustrated talk
about music and people which have influenced him over the years. These included the music of
Abba and David Bowie, British SOE agent Violette Szabo and a number of sportsmen such as rugby
players Mike Marshall and John Jeffrey and cricketers Don Bradman and Adam Gilchrist.

Photographs from the Archives illustrating the 50" Anniversary of St John’s CCF Royal Naval Sectio
were on display in the Library foyer while other Library displays included Oscar winning films of
books and ‘Look what you’ve said’ featuring the origins of common phrases or sayings such as )

* , and . Over 650 items were added to the Library during the
year, these included books press cuttings, DVDs and new magazine titles.

COMMUNITY SERVICE

The Community Service Unit aims to instil, encourage and support a passion for helping and caring
for others. On average ninety students a week, mostly sixth form, complete regular placements for
one hour or more outside school within the local community. As well as the obvious benefit to those
being helped, it has been rewarding to see students enjoy their work, blossom over time and
positively excel in what have been many challenging circumstances. These circumstances are a long



way outside the comfort zones of many adults, never mind adolescents, yet St John’s students have
dealt with these difficult situations with sensitivity and compassion; they should all take great pride
in their individual and very personal achievements.

CHARITY FUNDRAISING

‘Country holidays for Inner City Kids’ (CHICKS) was the chosen school charity for 2008/09. CHICKS
provides holidays for many disadvantaged children at their centres in Devon and Cornwall and the
experiences that these children receive are life-affirming and often life-changing.

The School has, as ever, thrown itself into raising money for the School charity through a number of
whole-school and house events which not only raised fantastic amounts for the charity but also
raised awareness of the important work that CHICKS undertakes.

A number of U6 pupils have also been inspired to become volunteers for CHICKS at one of their
summer camps during their summer holiday and experience first-hand the work that they have
been supporting this year.

The St John’s community has raised £27,000 for CHICKS which will be presented to the Chief
Executive at the start of next term. Well done everyone!

DRAMA

There has been something to enjoy and interest every term this year at St Johns but some of the
highlights this year must be scooping nominations and awards at the Leatherhead Drama Festival,
the sheer energy and enthusiasm of House Drama and the fact that it snowed inside the PAC last
winter.

Senior School Play - The Visit

An extremely well received production of + Visit by Friedrich Durrenmatt was performed in
November in the PAC. An apposite, darkly comic tale of revenge, greed and the tragic consequences
of credit and consumerism, Ashley Crane was mesmeric as the vengeful Claire Zachanassian while
Barney Banks played the slow disintegration of the doomed man, Alfred Ill, with pathos and dignity.
These outstanding performers were ably supported by a large cast with Edward Morrison as the



Chief of Police, Christian Pengelly as the Schoolmaster and Sarah Peters as the Doctor being
particularly noteworthy. Professionally performed and imaginatively staged, the closing image of the
townsfolk clustered around IllI's coffin dressed in their new coats and hats while it snowed as Elvis
Costello sang, “Is it worth it?

Overall Piece was awarded to Edward Ventham for his direction of Churchill’'s + ./ The
evening was remarkable for the skill, discipline and good-natured rivalry of the performers, the
technicians and the audience alike.

Examination Performances

The year has seen some of the highest calibre productions to date from the AS and A2 Theatre
Studies students, starting off in December with two devised knockabout pieces of Commedia dell’
Arte, 0 & and 0 1 + 1) - by the current Upper Sixth students.
This traditional form of Italian masked comedy played at great pace and with great gusto had
students, staff and parents rocking with laughter in the PAC.

In April it was the Lower Sixth turn with a haunting production of Buchner’s %2 and a highly
disciplined production of Jean-Claude Van Itallie’s ) ( 3/ The cast of %2 not only
physicalised the central character’s paranoia by playing the ghosts of him and his wife Maria but
also contrived to have a sharp object in every scene: a dagger, a scalpel, a piece of mirror glass and
a cut-throat razor we all employed but none was more effectively handled than the extremely sharp
axe that Anders Persson used to bisect logs with in the opening scene. ) ( 3 showed ensemble
playing at its best with a highly focused cast making speaking in canon and meticulously
choreographed movement look easy.

The Leatherhead Drama Festival

Mike Allen, Barney Banks, Ella Benedict, Ashley Crane and Dominic Kay resurrected the A2 devised
piece, 0 & for the Leatherhead Drama Festival in May. Telling the story of how
Senior Pantalone attempts to consummate his marriage on honeymoon with his reluctant bride
Francescina, all the time trying to palm off his daughter, Arabella, onto the suave Cavalierie and
cope with Zanni’s inadequacies as a servant, the show was warmly received by audience, organisers
and adjudicator alike.

Both Ella Benedict and Mike Allen were nominated for Best Junior Actor while the show itself was
Runner Up in the Sir Michael Caine Drama Awards and Barney Banks was declared Best Junior
Actor. The photograph of them shaking hands with the great man himself will certainly be
something they will be putting in their scrap books.



The Lower School Play

This year, a cast of some twenty-three Fourth and Lower Fifth Formers have just performed four of
Chaucer’s % + on the lawns of The Quad to round off this year’s productions and many
of you supported and enjoyed this energetic dramatisation of one of this country’s most irreverent
writers.

MUSIC

This year we say farewell to an exceptional group of music scholars and musicians who have raised
the quality of our music throughout their time here. In doing so, we are comforted by the breadth of
talent that remains and already this year we have seen some younger scholars coming to the fore.

Choral

The quality of our choral singing continues to reach new levels and whilst the Chapel Choir is the
main contributor to this, the smaller vocal ensembles such as the Chamber Choir and The St John
Clerkes are now making a great impression. Both these ensembles are directed by Rodney Gibson
whose keen ear and tenacious attitude for perfection has made them a force to be reckoned with.
The Clerkes won the Senior Choir category of the Reigate & Redhill Festival and also the Music Trust
Cup for the most outstanding choir of the entire festival. The Chamber Choir sang a wonderful
performance of a new choral work written by the Lower 6" Music Scholar, Rhyanne Acott, at the
Spring Concert. + 4 $% & *$ % is an extremely evocative and powerful piece for
unaccompanied choir and Rhyanne had done a wonderful job at conveying her wealth of choral
performing experience into this work. Rhyanne is also a student at the Junior Department of the
Royal College of Music, where she studies voice, viola & piano.

The Chapel Choir started off the year with a master class given by the distinguished tenor and 0],
Simon Wall. With many new voices having just joined the choir, Simon did a wonderful job of
building up their confidence whilst imparting his wealth of choral knowledge and technique. Later in
the same term, the counter-tenor Charles Humphries was able to do similar and both occasions
have really helped knit the singers together and produce the warm and versatile sound that they are
renowned for. Chorally, alongside our usual Chapel commitments, the Chapel Choir have also sung
three Choral Evensongs: one at the magnificent Winchester Cathedral, one at the annual Choral
Evensong Guest Night and one with over seventy prep school choristers from Aldors, Chinthurst and
Homefield.

The Choral Society performed two major works this year. Purcell’'s 1 % is a lesser
known choral work laden with beautiful arias, duets and choruses and apart from using the
professional counter-tenor, Charles Humphries, all the other solo parts were sung by our own
musicians. Rhyanne Acott, Joshua Baxter, Thomas Kent and Jonah Mutono all deserve praise for
their beautiful singing. Duruflé's Requiem was the second work and under the guidance of
Peter Lutton, with his wife Sarah singing the solo, we were all exposed to this fantastic French work,
which often takes second place to Fauré’s Requiem.

On an individual basis, our singers have performed at every opportunity and have wowed audiences
both near and far with a quality of singing which few schools can boast. Here at St John’s there is a
growing pride in what the pupils achieve vocally and the kudos is the same as with any other major
extra curricular pursuit.

Instrumental

There have been many opportunities for our instrumentalists to shine this year, too many to
mention in fact, but the key performances were the Mole Valley Arts Alive recital, the Staff & Pupils’
Concert, the Musical Guest Night and the numerous Scholars’ Concerts. We witnessed some
staggering musicianship from our scholars and the standard just keeps getting better with these
pupils forming the backbone of our entire music making. Much of this is due to the wonderful group
of visiting music teachers who nurture and coax the best out of our pupils. Fiona Harrison, our
classical guitar teacher gave an inspiring lunchtime recital demonstrating the versatility and
complexity of this instrument.

Over 130 prep school musicians attended the annual Orchestral Play Day, joining forces to produce
an impressive ensemble. On the topic of larger ensembles, the Orchestra, Wind Band & Jazz Band



had the opportunity to perform at different stages throughout the year in the end of term concerts
with Peter Lutton continuing to demonstrate his mastery with the baton.

The two annual Rock Concerts continue to demonstrate the rising talent in this genre and involves
many musicians who one would not normally associate with music making. The ability to involve so
many musicians in such a wide range of styles is testament to the ethos of the school, and the
importance that it places on supporting pupils to achieve their potential in so many different areas
of school life.

As always, our year finished as it began, with the ( 5 / With so much talent
leaving us this year, the difficulty was fitting everyone into the time slot. Our leavers will be
remembered for their vocal qualities and special mention should be made of Joshua Baxter,
Ella Benedict, Thomas Kent, Simon Lee & Jonah Mutono in particular. Thomas Kent has been
awarded a scholarship at the Royal Northern College of Music and will take up this place in
September. Joshua Baxter will continue to sing during his Gap Year and will hopefully take up a
place at Aberdeen University, with a choral award.

Competitions

The House Singing Competition produced Part-songs of an unprecedented standard and whilst East
won this particular event, several other Houses could have quite easily taken their place, such was
the high standard of this event.

The Singing Competition was as highly contested as ever and the judge, Jonathan Milton who is
Headmaster at Westminster Abbey Choir School, had a tough job deciding which performance won
the day.

Festival, winning all of the categories that they competed in. A new pupil to the school,
Edward Brewer won the Solo Boys unbroken voice category and Thomas Payne (L5C) won the Solo
Boys broken voice under 15 category with an 'outstanding'.

The window was
dedicated by the Rt Revd Ian Brackley, Bishop of Dorking, at our Choral Evensong for the
Foundation of the School.

The Bishop of Guildford, the Rt Revd Christopher Hill, returned to St John’s for our annual Service of
Confirmation when fifteen pupils publicly renewed their commitment to their faith, on St Patrick’s
Day we enjoyed the annual Prep Schools’ evensong and the Chapel Choir enjoyed leading Choral
Evensong at Winchester Cathedral in March.

We have also enjoyed welcoming a number of visiting preachers to our services and our Lent Visitor
this year was the Revd William Challis, Guildford Diocese Director of Ordinands.

With the whole school continuing to meet in Chapel at the start of each day and Holy Communion
every Wednesday and a Parents’ Prayer Group now meeting every half term in the Undercroft
Chapel, Chapel remains a vibrant part of school life for pupils and parents alike.

THE FOUNDATIONERS



The School maintains its foundation in supporting the sons and daughters of clergy. We were
delighted to welcome Hannah Frost and Emezie Okorocha as Foundationers this year and bid
farewell to Peter Burrows, Head Foundationer, Suzie Pyke and Ben Wattley at the end of this year.

CAREERS

Careers Education and Guidance is now part of the activities programme and, in the Fourth Form
and Lower Fifth, introduces pupils to key ideas and research using the Cascaid Kudos website.

Boys in the Upper Fifth take the Morrisby test in September, and all subsequent interviews are
undertaken by ISCO staff. This year, there has been an increased focus on continuing this process
through the interactive Futurewise website, which is designed to ensure a smoother transition
through to the preparation and production of the UCAS form.

In the Lower Sixth, all pupils sit the Coursefinder questionnaire that suggests possible university
courses to investigate, while in January the Inside Knowledge Careers Convention involves pupils in
a range of interactive presentations. Next year, St John’s is also organising its own Careers Taster
afternoon for the Lower Sixth, in conjunction with parents and OJs. In June, all Lower Sixth pupils
participate in a UCAS day, while all students planning a GAP year have a talk on safety from John
Cummings.

As in previous years, the vast majority of students achieved their first choice of university.

CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

These take place at various times during the School week and a broad range of activities are offered
to all pupils. There are two sixty minute sessions where Music and Drama are given priority but
there is a wealth of other options available for those not involved in either of these activities. On
Thursday afternoon the majority of the pupils are involved in the CCF; nevertheless, an activity
programme is still offered to those sixth formers who are no longer members of the CCF and the
other activity options on offer at this time reflect their requirements. The Fourth formers are
involved in a PE/PSHE programme during this time.
